GLPO Update

For the past few years, the lake has
been experiencing damage caused by
beavers and there was a wish
to control (not eradicate) the
growing population. The goal
in controlling the population
is to prevent further damage
to trees (six trees down in
the lagoon this past year) and
property and to prevent the building of
dams/lodges under the docks at the East
Beach and bridge by the lagoon. Repairs
and tree removal add to the expenses of
the CLPO as well as individual property
owners.

The CLPO Board granted permission
to licensed trappers for the period of
December 23, 2009 to March 1, 2010.

There is no cost to the CLPO member-
ship.

We continue to encourage
stockholders to use "chicken
wire" or some other measure to
protect their trees and discourage
the beavers.

The Spring Application for Membership/Boat Tags will be
in the mail later this month. Stockholders must complete the
tag application for themselves or their tenants and return to the
Secretary prior to the Memorial Day holiday in order to receive
their tags for 2010 season. Tags are mailed.

Membership tags are required starting Memorial Day week-
end, May 29-31, and are required for admittance to the swim-
ming facilities of the lake and must be visible at all times while
on the beaches, floats or Picnic Island. Boats must be tagged
with a 2010 tag. Any boat not tagged will be subject to removal
by the CLPO from the landings. Stockholders must have paid at
least half of their Share of Expense prior to Memorial Day in
order to receive membership/boat tags. A Swim Program applica-
tion for lessons and/or Swim team will also be included in the
mailing.

Fish and Wildlife Committee Formed
In response to the changing fish and wildlife population of the
lake, the CLPO has added a new committee to address the issues
of our lake’s fish population. The committee is comprised of
both Board and non-Board members and is working in unison
with the Water Quality Committee, chaired by Scott Meade.
The committee is comprised of Board members, Bob Dyer and
Domenick Carmagnola, Co-Chairmen, and Scott Meade and non-
Board members Tom Palmer, Russ Schilling, Wayne Leonard
and Joe Shelley.

Several fish studies have been completed over the past 45
years, formal as well as informal. The latest informal survey was
completed by Rich Patterson, son of Henry and Claire Patterson,
in Fall, 2009.

P.R.I.D.E. Council News

Rich holds a degree in fishery biology from the University of
Idaho. In the late 1960’s he conducted a fishing tag survey of
the lake, mapped its depth contour, and encouraged the Cedar
Lake Fishing Club to hire Rutgers University biologists to con-
duct a fish survey of the lake completed in 1967. The survey
showed that fish populations were healthy, and the recommenda-
tion was essentially, “It’s in good condition. Keep doing what
you’re doing. Don’t change anything”.

He has fished Cedar Lake two to three times per year since
1967 and feels that the composition of fish has changed greatly.
Chain pickerel, yellow perch, black crappies, and all sunfish have
declined. Largemouth bass have greatly increased.

In his survey, he noted two significant environmental condi-
tions that have caused change in the composition of fish in the
lake. First was the construction of sanitary sewers in 1990,
reducing nutrient inflow. These nutrients probably enhanced
fish growth and general fish population size. ~Second is the dra-
matic change in lake vegetation caused by treatments resulting
in the near elimination of these “weeds”. The water is clear with
bottom mud visible nearly everywhere. Good for swimmers and
boaters, but a dramatic impact on the fish
population.

The committee is meeting with several ‘
companies to provide recommendations o T
to the CLPO Board on how best to obtain 3 i
a balance within the lake for all that use V ﬂ
the lake-- swimmers, boaters and fisher-
men. Recommendations could include : reducing treatments to
enhance growth of submerged vegetation and lily pads in parts
of the lake not heavily used by sailboats and swimmers; the
creation of fish habitat by sinking brush and logs in areas not
frequented by boats and swimmers; encouraging light harvest of
some medium sized largemouth bass and stocking certain species
of fish as approved by state fishery personnel.

Due to the recent snowstorm, PR.LD.E.'s annual award dinner was postponed until Friday, March 12. The award dinner will
be held at Zeris Inn in Mountain Lakes. Tickets for the dinner are $33 per person and can be obtained at Denville Vacuum and
Appliance or at the Denville Township Clerk's Office in the Municipal Building. This is PR.LD.E. 43rd annual award dinner and
the Council will be honoring Vito Bianco, Bob Ranft and the Denville Girl Scouts. The honorees will receive Muriel Hepner
Awards in recognition of being named "Volunteers of the Year". In addition to the Volunteers of the Year, PR.I.D.E will also be
honoring Peggy Gray, a former Cedar Laker and one of the founders of PR.LD.E., in recognition of her recent 100th birthday.

In other news, on Saturday,April 10th, P.R...D.E. will be sponsoring Rid Litter Day, a very popular annual event. All resi-
dents and groups are welcome to participate. Registration will be at 8:30 at the Field House at Gardner Field. For more
